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Selected Partnerships

College of Basic and Applied Sciences

AGRIBUSINESS AGRISCIENCE
Ag Field Day
Approximately two hundred people attended the first field day on the MTSU Agricultural Laboratory Farm. Highlights included a haylage production demonstration and a tour of newly established native warm season grasses.  The Tennessee Department of Agriculture’s Tennessee Ag Enhancement Program (TAEP) was featured, and the University of Tennessee Agricultural Extension Service was a partner in the event. 

Mongolian Agriculture University

ABAS has helped develop a Master of Science program for the Mongolian Agriculture University in Ulaanbaatar, Mongolia. Working with Virginia Tech, Mississippi State and Mongolia V.E.T.Net, a development organization in Mongolia, MTSU has entered into an educational cooperation agreement for the purpose of enhancing the educational opportunities and experiences for students and faculty. The initial phase of this program has been the development of a series of courses designed for Mongolian veterinarians to increase their awareness and understanding of modern veterinary medical information and techniques. 
Alternative Fuels
The alternative fuel research continues under the supervision of Dr. Cliff Ricketts. He currently has four major projects underway. The first is completing a converted Toyota Tercel that runs completely off hydrogen. The second research is hydrogen enrichment.  The third project is the conversion of a Toyota Prius to a Plug-In Hybrid Hydrogen Fuel Cell Vehicle. This project is funded by a grant from the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation. The fourth project is a MTSU ABAS developed solar/hydrogen electric vehicle. The concept is the same as the new Chevy Volt which will be marketed in a couple of years.  Partners include Tractor Supply Company, Bridgestone/Firestone, Valspar Paints, TVA, and HyPower Fuel. Tony Trout and Joe Borck of General Hydrogen provide technical support.

AEROSPACE
Discovery Center at Murfree Spring

Leaders and alumni of MTSU’s aerospace department donated the frame of an experimental airplane to the Discovery Center at Murfree Spring to serve as an exhibit for visitors.           
BIOLOGY
Center for Environmental Education\
In conjunction with the opening of “The River Inside” exhibit at the Tennessee State Museum in Nashville, the MTSU Center for Environmental Education partnered with other groups to develop a 12-page, full-color tabloid newspaper by the same name to reach educators and citizens across the state.   The Tennessean included it for its readers and it was distributed to approximately 15,000 Middle Tennessee educators for classrooms that participate in the Newspaper in Education project, focuses on rivers and water quality. 

The exhibit and publication tell the story of Tennessee photographer John Guider, who paddled his 16-foot canoe on Spencer Creek in Williamson County and began an incredible journey paddling down the Harpeth, Cumberland, Tennessee and Ohio rivers, to the Mississippi (River) and finally arriving in New Orleans.  In addition to the Center for Environmental Education, program sponsors also included The Tennessean NIE project, Tennessee Valley Authority, Dragonfly Enterprises and the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation Used Oil Program.  The exhibit will move to the Mississippi River Museum at Mud Island, Memphis.

“The River Inside” won a coveted Award for Excellence for Education and Public Programs for the Tennessee State Museum at the Tennessee Association of Museums Conference.  Partners in addition to the Center for Environmental Education included:  Cumberland Compact; Harpeth River Watershed; Ingram Books; and Ingram Barge.  The exhibition opened at the National park Service’s Old Courthouse Museum in St. Louis (part of the Jefferson National Expansion Memorial – the ARH- sponsored there by AEP River Operations/Memco Barge). (Fall, 2008)
Center for Environmental Education

The Center won a prestigious Silver Telly Award for “The Empower Hour”, a video which uses a television news- magazine format to inform new young drivers about ways to reduce water pollution caused by vehicles. The nomination of the video was submitted by its producer, the Starkville, Mississippi-based Broadcast Media Group.  Students from Brentwood High School and Nashville School for the Arts portrayed news anchors and reporters in the program.  An important concept for the design was to empower teens and help them know the importance of proper stewardship as they enter into this pivotal and exciting time in their lives.   The Center also partnered with schools to home conduct student surveys.

Center for Environmental Education

The Center worked with the MTSU Sociology Department to survey 3500 households across Tennessee on water quality and used oil, use and disposal.
The Center was awarded a seventy-four thousand dollar grant by the Tennessee Department of Agriculture for the Discover the Waters of Tennessee project. 

The Center is working with the Tennessee No Child Left Behind Coalition to develop a TN Children's Outdoor Bill of Rights and a proclamation to be signed by the Governor.
Biology, Chemistry, Economics, Environmental Toxicology, Education, Sociology, 
and Concrete Management
MTSU CLEAR Water Institute (Collaborative Education and Research)
This spring approximately seventy professionals from all over the state including city and county engineers, private engineers, Corp of Engineers, USDA, TWRA, various governmental department staff, Cumberland Region Tomorrow, Cumberland River Compact, Harpeth River Watershed Association, Stones River Watershed Association, TDEC, and The Land Trust for Tennessee, gathered for a forum on Watersheds and Sustainability.
NURSING
A Collaboration between MTSU and Austin Peay State University has allowed nearly 100 nursing students—50 from APSU and 48 from MTSU— to receive guided imagery training at MTSU. (October, 2008/February, 2009)
ENGINEERING TECHNOLOGY
Lead Poisoning

MTSU received its third award to eliminate lead hazards. MTSU’s goal with the new $1.97 million grant is to clear another 110 homes of hazardous lead, specifically in the Knoxville area of Knox County.  MTSU’s work is expected to prevent the poisoning of approximately 250 children under the age of 6. 
CHEMISTRY
GRITS                                                                                                                                                                                   
The kickoff of GRITS (Girls Raised in Tennessee Science) was held on the campus last fall.  It was sponsored by the National Girls Collaborative Project and the National Science Foundation.  People who are involved with companies or heading up programs with girls were encouraged to attend.  Dr. Leslie Wisner-Lynch, a co-founder of BioMimetic Therapeutics, Inc., was the keynote speaker. (Fall, 2008)
Recognition

The National Fellowship Board of the National Center for Science and Civic Engagement, the governing body for SENCER—Science Education for New Civic Engagements and Responsibilities announced that Dr. Judith Iriarte-Gross and Dr. Martha Weller were elected as 2008-09 Leadership Fellows.  Fellowships honor educators for their exemplary leadership and commitment to the improvement of science, technology, engineering and mathematics education.  Weller and Iriarte-Gross have used their experience with SENCER to design courses that join science and civic engagement in the day-to-day learning experiences of students. … Their project is on track to become a new ‘umbrella course’ at MTSU that will facilitate linking science to emerging civic issues.


CENTER FOR HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES
Colorectal Cancer

The Center has been working with the Tennessee Department of Health the past five years to compile and distribute the state’s first colorectal cancer control plan through the Tennessee Comprehensive Cancer Control Coalition.  The CHHS also is assisting with the recently revised and updated 2009-12 cancer plan.  Part of the overall effort has been to establish six regional Cancer Coalitions throughout the state to bring together providers, medical centers, universities, researchers and patient advocates to sponsor educational programs and initiatives and to encourage citizens to undergo cancer screenings.  Tennessee ranks third in the nation in deaths caused by cancer, according to February 2009 figures from the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention. The CDC report also states that Tennessee ranks 21st in the nation in new cases of cancer. The only neighboring state that fares worse is Kentucky, which ranks fourth in new cancer cases and first in national death rates. The Center received a grant of $104,800.
United South and Eastern Tribes Tribal Epidemiology Center (USET – TEC) 

The Center was awarded a $35000 grant in January 2009, to develop community health profile communication pieces for USET tribes.  Based on the priorities of the Indian Health Service/Tribal/Urban health programs (I/T/Us) in the south and eastern United States and effective partnering with external subject matter experts, the USET TEC is striving to assist its I/T/Us implement and enhance American Indian/Alaskan Native (AI/AN) disease surveillance systems (ongoing collection, analysis, interpretation, and dissemination of health data) to help guide public health policy and action for prioritizing health status objectives, monitor progress towards meeting those objectives, and develop, implement, and evaluate disease control and prevention programs.
Death Scene Investigation Project                                                                                                                                        This initiative partners with the Center, Continuing Education and Distance Learning, and Audio-Visual Services at MTSU with the state Medical Examiner and the Departments of Health and Children's Services to produce a statewide training program for investigating sudden unexpected infant and child death.   The 2008-09 award is $171,400.
Good Health Looks Good - Folic Acid Every Day                                                                                                         Good Health Looks Good seeks to educate young adolescent women about the importance of folic acid and vitamin supplementation, and the role folic acid plays in the prevention of birth defects. The goals of the project are to increase the number of adolescent girls who are aware of the need for folic acid (400 mcg daily) and who take a folic acid supplement daily. Hispanics, African-Americans, and young women in rural regions have been targeted, as statistics show unfavorable birth outcomes for these groups, which may be improved through folic acid education and usage. The March of Dimes Tennessee Chapter funded this project at $7373 for 2008-09.
SIDS Education: Reducing Risk in Middle Tennessee -                                                                                              Funded by the March of Dimes Tennessee Chapter at $20,000 for 2008-09, this project provides SIDS risk reduction education to health department clients and to day care providers working in low-income communities. Training materials have been adapted from those developed by the American Academy of Pediatrics, First Candle, and the National Institute of Child Health and Human Development.
Student Tobacco Outreach Prevention (STOP)                                                                                                              The Center is partnering with the Tennessee Higher Education Commission and the Tennessee Department of Health in an effort to decrease the use of tobacco by high school students in nine Tennessee counties - Campbell, Cocke, Grundy, Hardeman, Johnson, Lake, Meigs, Union, and Wayne. The STOP Program funded at $175,000 for 2008-09, by the Department of Health through a grant to THEC, works in conjunction with other tobacco use prevention initiatives such as those introduced by the county Coordinated School Health office, the County Health Councils, and other programs supported by the State Tobacco Control Office. 

TENNESSEE MATHEMATICS, SCIENCE, AND TECHNOLOGY EDUCATION CENTER
Partnership to Improve Biology Education; National Science Foundation TRIAD GK-12

TRIAD GK-12 partners include:  Business Education Partnership Committee of the Rutherford County Chamber of Commerce; BioTn, Franklin, TN; GK-12; Metro-Nashville Public School District; National Science Foundation; Pope John Paul II High School, Nashville; Rutherford County School District; MTSU –TSU GK-12 Program; Tennessee State University.  A $2.7 million grant was awarded by the National Science Foundation to improve biology education. GK-12 is a NSF program that places graduate students in K-12 classrooms. (Spring, 2009)

Middle Tennessee Education Center                                                                                            The Middle Tennessee Education Center was created by a partnership between MTSU, Motlow State Community College, and the Bedford County Government.  The center, located in Shelbyville’s former Medical Arts Building, will help address the educational needs of the citizens in the Bedford County Region.   It will serve as a conduit to services provided by both institutions. (Spring, 2009)
College of Education and Behavioral Science 
Center for Physical Activity and Health
The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention granted Dr. Don Morgan $335,043 to establish MTSU’s Center for Physical Activity and Health. The purpose will be twofold: to research the causes of obesity in youth and to initiate programs to encourage activity in youth. Included in the programs will be a summer football camp, which is expected to take place in 2009, and a lecture and symposia series on the prevention of childhood obesity.  Another of the center’s objectives is the creation of a multimedia campaign to promote the benefits of physical activity for children and their families. Morgan said billboard advertisements and radio spots are likely to be a part of this facet. (August, 2008)

Department of Health and Human Performance

The Department of Health and Human Performance established partnership relationships establishing internship sites with the following:  Belmont University; Woods Physical Therapy; Springfield High School; and Gallatin High School; Siegel High School.
Center for Organization and Human Resources Effectiveness                                                                         Drs. Michael Hein and Rick Moffett of MTSU's Center for Organizational and Human Resources Effectiveness, with the help of MTSU graduate students, developed and conducted training for Rutherford County leaders.  The Rutherford County Leadership Academy was a five-month process provided a good example of a win-win partnership for the university and the community.  
Honors College

AT&T partnered with the Honors College through a $19,774 grant.  The grant will provide fifth- and sixth- grade teachers at Hobgood Elementary (NASA Explorer School) and the Discovery School at Reeves-Rogers with special training for cooperating teachers and participating Honors students, new laboratory materials for science and technology, opportunities for use of the honors College, AT&T, ACT Lab, and the chance for Honors College students to participate as mentors for high-achieving and highly motivated fifth and sixth graders.  Approximately 200 students, nine classroom teachers, and more than a dozen honors students will be affected by the project.  (September, 2008)
The College of Liberal Arts 
GEOSCIENCES
As a result of the sludge spill from the TVA Kingston Fossil Plant, MTSU geology students were charged to investigate the dangers of such spills by measuring the levels of toxic coal ash metals in river water and sediments in the vicinity of six TVA coal plants which store ash on-site. The research will provide important information to government agencies and lawmakers who must make decisions about the role of coal in our state and country’s environmental and energy future.  Dr. Warner Cribb, a professor of geology, Jennifer Pickering and Miller Wyllie, senior geology majors, along with Scott Crombie, a Ravenwood High School chemistry teacher, and Siegel High School student Matt Jones, are working under a National Science Foundation grant to the STEPmt Program to collect water and soil samples in the vicinity of the Kingston fossil plant and six other TVA power plants to determine possible pollution levels.  Spring/Summer 2009
Dr.  Hari Garbharran founded the “Humans in Crisis International Charity as a result of his research and travels in communities across the globe which had a critical need for aid and assistance.  In 2009, Dr Garbharran involved his MTSU students who were interested in domestic and international humanitarian work.  The students, along with professors and advisors (Dr. Doug Heffington, MTSU  Student Affiliate advisor, Laura Collins, Dr. Pat Boda, Heather Volker, Dr.  Jo Edwards and Dr. Maria Smith) established projects and programs that they felt demonstrated substantial need.  HICIC has a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with Rural Assistance Nepal and the partnership seeks to improve the standard of education provided to rural primary and secondary students through funding four teachers supplementing government school staff among village schools in the Central and Eastern regions of Nepal.  HICIC has an MOU with The Women's Foundation of Nepal (WF).   

SPEECH AND THEATRE
A group of undergraduate students traveled to Cane, Honduras, under the guidance of speech and theatre professor Dr. Jette Halladay.   The Undergraduate Research and Creative Activity Committee awarded Halladay and seven hand-picked students full funding for their project “Exploring English Through Theatre: Honduras”. Through performance, they introduced English as a second language to children.  The students used improvisational sessions to develop the logistics of the script and learned more about the language by consulting MTSU’s language lab. In preparation for the trip, the undergraduates will gather items to take to the children in Honduras. Local dentists have already donated toothbrushes, and students hope to find other small items to enhance the children’s lives. (Spring, 2009)
VSA (Vision or an inclusive community, strength through shared resources, artistic expression that unites us all) The 2009 VSA Outstanding International Community Partner Award was presented to MTSU by way of the MTSU Speech and Theatre Department.  VSA arts is an international nonprofit organization founded by Ambassador Jean Kennedy Smith to create a society where all people with disabilities learn through, participate in and enjoy the arts.  It is an affiliate of the John F. Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts.  It provides educators, parents, and artists with resources and the tools to support arts programming in schools and communities.  MTSU’s support, MTSU was the driving force in establishing VSA arts Tennessee.  MTSU has continued to partner with the organization through volunteer assistance, facility use, funds for receptions, marketing assistance and recognition of the values and beliefs of VSA.

CENTER FOR HISTORIC PRESERVATION (Tennessee Heritage Area)

(2008-09 Activities - under the auspices of the Tennessee Civil War Heritage Area Partnership) 

The Center administered the Teaching with Primary Sources program for Tennessee for the Library of Congress. They continue to conduct research for the Tennessee Civil War Trails program.  
The Center is partnering with Tennessee Preservation Trust and the Cairo Rosenwald School in Gallatin to restore the school through a grant from Lowe’s.  The stabilization began in December 2008.  This school was originally built by Julius Rosenwald and Booker T. Washington between 1918 and 1932 as part of a school-building program for African Americans in the rural south.  A MTSU history graduate student organized the student effort in spring 2009, to work on the building.

The MTSU Center along with the Tennessee Civil War National Heritage Area, Tennessee Historical Commission provided sponsorship and support for the Tennessee Preservation Trust’s Statewide Preservation Conference and Main Street Summit in Murfreesboro in April 2009.  The keynoter was Tanya Bowers, director of diversity for the National Trust for Historic Preservation in Washington, D.C.  Congressman Zach Wamp discussed his efforts to expand the National Trail of Tears, establish the Moccasin Bend National Archeological District, and designate Green McAdoo School, site of the school desegregation crisis in Clinton, a national historic site.

The Center for Historic Preservation partnered with Donning Company Publishers and The Tennessee Magazine to publish, Barns of Tennessee, a book that illustrates the indelible connection between generations of the state’s residents and their farms.

Tennessee Civil War National Heritage Area

In 2008, the Asian Foundation purchased over 100 acres of Historic Fort Higley to preserve the site.  Another partner is the Pilot Corporation.  Tennessee Civil War National Heritage Area was asked to fund extensive archeological survey which creates a map for the fort’s future development.  

The National Heritage Area supported the year-long celebration of the bicentennial of President Andrew Johnson’s birthday by serving as a major sponsor of the symposium “Andrew Johnson: Heritage, legacy, and Our Constitution.”  It was held at Tusculum College in Greeneville.

Archeological Research on Iron Age Communities in Scotland
The anticipated research outcomes are: analysis of important archaeological collections from the world-renowned site of Oakbank Crannog; better understanding of human an animal interactions during the Iron Age in and around Loch Tay; building a framework/research strategy for future work on archaeological sites in the area (both underwater and terrestrial); and a needs assessment for a modern osteological comparative collection.  Based on this research visit, future plans include: student exchanges between the University of Edinburgh, and Middle Tennessee State University; a long-term research collaboration on human-environment relationships in the Loch Tay region; competitive grant proposals for external funding from institutions such as the National Geographic Society and the National Science Foundation. (July 2008)
Heritage Reclamation Project

The MTSU Public History Program (Dr. Brenden Martin) partnered Rutherford County Archives and Shacklett's Photography to preserve and digitize their valuable historic photograph collection. The project culminated with a free exhibit (Visions of the Past: Through the Lens of Shacklett’s Photography) constructed by MTSU students and the gradual donation of 1000s of original negative and prints to the Rutherford County Archives. The exhibit looked at four aspects of local culture: religion, education, sports and the changing landscape. (Fall, 2008)

ELECTRONIC MEDIA COMMUNICATION
Dr. Robert Pondillo produced the film, The New Ture Charlie Wu.  Dr. Pondillo and his students produced the film at DR&A Studios in Nashville.  Partners who participated in the film included:  Siegel High School Marching Band and cheerleaders; a 12-person gospel choir, an award winning hip-hop dance group, and actor David Lawrence. (Fall, 2008)
RECORDING INDUSTRY
Partners in Craft  - In 2008-09 ASCAP provided assistance in advising, mentoring, and educating student songwriters. Partnership events included: Songwriting Seminar at Frank Brown International Songwriting Festival; Hot on the Row; Career Fair Panel. 15 mentors were provided for songwriting classes. ASCAP and MTSU presented, 8 sessions of "Songspeak: Conversations on the Art and Craft of Songwriting.
JOURNALISM
The New Shade of Chevy Campaign –  Chevrolet, through EdVenture Partners, requested that campaigns create, implement and evaluate an advertising campaign for Chevrolet's green products. (December 2008)
Academic Affairs

State Farm Insurance Company recently gave MTSU $35,535 to support a professorship in the Jennings A. Jones College of Business as well as to fund the MTSU Science Olympiad in the College of Basic and Applied Sciences, the annual Invention Convention in the College of Education and Behavioral Science, and various activities that support the Salute to Armed Services/Veterans. 

Tennessee Center for Child Welfare 
MTSU has received an Academic Award of Excellence from the American Public Human Services Association, a Washington, D.C.-based nonprofit, bipartisan organization concerned with human services. A spokesman for APHSA said the annual award is given to a human service, social work or social-service department or program at a college or university that has distinguished itself in its academic achievements. MTSU was presented with the award during APHSA’s spring conference in Washington, D.C., because of its record as a strong collaborative partner of the Tennessee Department of Children’s Services. The President’s Office

Office for Community Engagement and Support

Pennies for Peace  
MTSU’s Pennies for Peace campaign ended with a tentative total of $17,494.77, nearly reaching the 2-million-penny target for contributions to build and maintain a school in Pakistan or Afghanistan.  Several individuals, a church, MTSU organizations/departments/divisions, public and private schools, and a professional educational organization, participated in the campaign, launched worldwide by Three Cups of Tea author Greg Mortenson.  The MTSU Convocation was the kick-off event.  Several Murfreesboro City School teachers, parents, administrators and students attended the Convocation this year. (Fall/Spring, 2008-09)
Carnegie Engagement Classification
Academic Affairs and the Office for Community Engagement and Support collaborated on the work to seek this classification.  The Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching selected MTSU for its 2008 Community Engagement Classification.  This classification recognizes universities that demonstrate commitment to curricular engagement, and outreach and partnerships.  The designation also reflects the university’s sharing of its resources with the community and being involved in partnerships that enhance scholarship, research and economic development.  (Fall, 2008)

Black College Dance Exchange

For the first time, the Black College Dance Exchange was held at MTSU, a university that is not a historically black college when the annual festival got underway in April at MTSU.  The institute featured the prestigious Dallas Black Dance Theatre II and Alvin Ailey II, a dance company universally renowned for merging the spirit and energy of the country’s best young dance talent with the passion and creative vision of today’s most outstanding emerging choreographers.  The office accepted the charge of soliciting community support.  Approximately 500 community residents attended or participated in four events.  (April, 2009)

The Office worked successfully to connect the African American Female Experience Exhibit and the Holloway “Senior” Prom to the MTSU campus through the Bradley Academy Historical Cultural Center. (April, 2009)
Considerable effort was made to bring audiences from throughout the Southeast to participate in the Blues Boro Fest.  Partnership relationships were strengthened through work with Murfreesboro Parks and Recreation and the Murfreesboro City Government.  
MTSU joined with Main Street Revitalization, downtown merchants, and city/county governments to host and perform in the “Jazz Fest”.
SUNO

MTSU served as primary consultants to Southern University of New Orleans in their NCATE Accreditation.  The SUNO College of Education received full accreditation as reported by the accrediting agency in Washington, D.C. (Fall, 2008)
Harold Love Outstanding Community Involvement Award
The office coordinated the MTSU solicitation and nomination process for the 2009 Harold Love Outstanding Community Involvement Award.  Nominees are accepted from all public and private higher education institutions in Tennessee.  Dr. Linda Gilbert, MTSU associate professor in the Department of Education Leadership was one of five faculty/staff recipients and Jasmine Gray, a McNair Scholar, was one of five student recipients.  Jasmine Gray, started Jaz's Jammies in 2006 to provide pajamas for under-privileged and hospitalized children in Murfreesboro and Nashville.  She holds two drives per year and has distributed over 2000 pairs of pajamas.
Hispanic Heritage Awareness Month
The Office worked with Rutherford County and Murfreesboro City Schools and most especially in the Hispanic community to facilitate and encourage participation in a reception attended by President McPhee in October, 2008.  Approximately 75 were in attendance.
2008 Project Help – Saddle Up

The office accepted the charge to garner community participation in this special fund-raiser for Project Help.

Student Affairs

Samantha Nichols, an organizational communication major at MTSU, decided to do something positive to fight cancer by starting “Colleges Against Cancer,” an organization that is affiliated nationwide with the American Cancer Society. Nichols is single-handedly recruiting students, faculty and staff to help educate the campus community about cancer-related issues. She plans to push for a tougher policy on campus smoking. Nichols wants to organize regular meetings, develop initiatives and utilize the voices of cancer survivors and those who have lost loved ones to create interest and momentum. (Spring, 2009)

In early September, 2008, MTSU was activated to serve as an American Red Cross emergency shelter for the first time to serve Hurricane Gustav evacuees. The Student Health, Wellness and Recreation Center was converted into an emergency shelter to house the 450 evacuees, and the entire MTSU community pitched in to help.
